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Vicar's View





"Forgive your enemies"





The Dalai Lama was interviewed after his historic talk with President Obama.  Larry King asked:  "Do you love the Chinese?"  "Of course," was the reply.  The Dalai Lama continued, "I get irritated with them, of course, but we must all strive to love others.  That is our work."  





That IS our work, according to our Lord Jesus Christ. ‘Love your enemies,’ He says, ‘do good to those who despitefully use you.’





We hear these commandments and do not  know how to live them.  We are not called to make bullies of the world, to assume the role of victim, yet we are called to love our enemies.  How do we do that, how can we contemplate that this Lent?





We can learn from our Buddhist friend the Dalai Lama.  He does not condone evil acts of China against his people, yet he knows the good that is possible in the political relationship.  Similarly, Martin Luther King, Jr. preached love of enemies--but he said this is not a soft love but rather a demanding love.  He preached a love that demands honor and respect and justice.  Love our enemies does not mean love evil, it means understand that God leads us through our enemies, and that God's love demands truth and honor between people, that in God reconciliation is possible, forgiveness is demanded and truth and justice are a part of the definition of love.


 


How do we mere humans aspire to this greatness?  We pray to God, we offer God our attempts, and we trust that God will use our prayers and our trusting attempts to follow His commandments.  We do not know how to love God or to love our enemies or to love our dearest friends.  We pray and we offer to God and we trust God.  That is our hope.
